onoring the Hillingdon Ranch

During the recent Kendall Soil and Water Conservation District (SWCD) Land Stewardship Tour, the
Hillingdon Ranch was honored as the recipient of the 2007 Outstanding Rangeland Management Award. [The
20,000 acre ranch,
which is located near
Comfort, is operated by
Robin and Carol Giles,
and their son Grant.
During the day, attend-
ees toured sections of
the ranch and learned
about the Giles’ man-
agement techniques.

According to Joe
Franklin, district conser-
vationist for the Natural
Resources Conservation
Service (NRCS) field
office in Kerrville, the Robin Giles explains his philosophy on grazing management and ranching.
prestigious award is
sponsored through the Texas Section Society for Range Management (TSSRM). Each year, he said, ongranch is
chosen from applications received from all over the state. The purpose of the award is to recognize thosejwho
have demonstrated outstanding skill and knowledge in practicing sound management and care of rangeland re-
sources.

“Range condition and trend have shown vast improvements over the years due to planning, good decjsions
and grazing management techniques employed,” said Franklin. “When Robin began operating the ranch, there
were many areas within each pasture that were in poor condition due to spot grazing. There were some good con-
dition areas that were not being utilized. Presently, good condition rangeland is more uniform over much ¢f the
ranch.”

According to Franklin, the ranch was established in 1887 by Robin’s grandfather, Alfred Giles. Robin and his
family own 800 acres. The remaining acreage is leased from more than 200 relatives and heirs of the ori;nal
ranch owners.

“From the beginning,” Franklin said, “the Giles’ goal has been to keep the family operation in the family, and
it's a task that he and Carol work at daily. Robin and Carol understand that it is hard work to have a succeéssful
ranch operation, and they work hard.”

Robin, who has operated the Hillingdon Ranch since 1959, stocks the ranch with Angus cattle, Angora goats
and Rambouillet sheep.

Thanks to the Giles Family for a perfect day in paradise.




“He generally tries to keep his stocking rate evenly proportioned in thirds - a third cattle, a third goats ahd a
third possible.”

Adapted livestock, Robin said, makes ranching a lot easier.

“If you are making a living off of livestock, you've got to run a lot of livestock over a lot of country, and you
don’t have time for any of them. You just have time to work them, so they have to take care of themselves.|

The Angus breed was selected for their ability to thrive on the Hill Country terrain. The cows, he said, can be
traced back to the first cows his grandfather purchased.

“He brought three Angus cows from Scotland in 1887, and it just so happens that all the cattle that we have
here on the place can go right back to those three original cows.”

The Angora goats were also
brought into this country by his
grandfather who saw the need fo
brush management.

“All the brush that was here a
that time was mostly oak brushes
of different kind, which were very
good for the goats. But what he
didn’t know was he was control-
ling juniper starting back in about
1890.”

The goats, he said, have beeip
their most profitable venture over
the years.

“They have controlled the ju-
niper and they have kept the carr
ing capacity of the ranch up.”

The Rambouillet sheep, he
said, are raised on the ranch be-
cause of their ability to utilize forbs and weeds that might not be used by cattle and goats. As well as being| suc-
cessful tools for brush management, goats and sheep also produce income from the production of mohair and wool.

During the tour, Robin stressed the importance of utilizing all the different plants.

“The main thing here is we are a native plant farm,” he said. “We are farming with native plants. I'm glagd to
have the brush. I'm glad to have the forbs and weeds. All these plants have a purpose if you have the right animals
to use them.”

According to Robin, all the livestock are selected for adaptability. If they cannot adapt, they are culled. When
it comes to feeding, cattle are supplemented with protein during the winter months. Hay, he said, is never Ed

Joe Franklin leads a group in plant identification.

“Our cattle are only caked. Our sheep and goats are never fed except for when we confine nannies for kidding.
If we feel like sheep and goats need to be fed, we start finding other country for them, or we start getting rigl of
them. If we feel like cattle need hay, then we have too many cattle or we find other country for the cattle.”

At Hillingdon Ranch, all animals are rotated in the pastures as needed - including the white-tailed deer.

“For every 36 acres, we run one cow, 10 goats, six sheep and three deer.”

The deer, he said, are the hardest animals to manage.

“We can get our sheep and goats, and we can get our cattle in the pen, and we can count out how many we
need to go back into a given rotation. The deer are very hard to manage. It takes us from October to January to get
our deer into the right numbers. We use our hunters to manage them, but that is the hardest part of it.”

Dealing with goats is much easier.

“With goats, if | see juniper coming into a pasture, | can crowd a lot of goats in that pasture that winter, fand |
can hammer that juniper. | cannot get all those deer to go anywhere. They go wherever they want to.”

When dealing with the dry weather, the Giles don’t mind the dryness.

“When it's dry like this, we feel like it's very normal. The wet years are abnormal as far as we are concgrned

We ranch as if it is going to be like this all the time, and when we get a little rain, that’s just a bonus.”

For Robin and his family, ranching the Hill Country is their way of life.

“We love this. We love our way of life. Our main objective here is to preserve this land and preserve this way
of life,” he said. “Pretty soon, Grant is going to take over, and we are going to be his helpers. Hopefully, wg have
brainwashed him enough to where he thinks as much about this way of life and that he can preserve it. It gives us a
lot of pleasure in knowing that what we have will live on in a younger person. That's the most we can do.”
