o Texas Native Lands Alliance (Anderson): Anderson reviewed the history of the Native Lands Alliance, membership,
and the current efforts. . First organizational meeting was held at Lake Buchanan about 4 months ago with 18 partner
organizations represented. Since then, our member organizations have utilized TNLA to respond to one legislative issue and two
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new programs. GLCI submitted a request to develop a statewide media campaign to 1) increase public awareness of the multiple
values of Texas native lands, and 2) increase landowner awareness of the information and assistance available to them. TSSRM
has asked for assistance to help plan and conduct a statewide prescribed burning symposium — to date 4 partners are interested in
helping. Thus, we have been busy.
